
PRODUCT REVIEW: 
 
Liquid Bling Glitter Gel 
From Amerikan Body Art, www.amerikanbodyart.com. 
 
Available in a ½ oz applicator bottle with a fine-point metal 
tip ($5.95 USD) or in a 2oz refill bottle ($8.95 USD.)  
There currently is a special on complete set of 11 colours in 
½ oz bottles with metal tips for $49.95 USD at 
www.amerikanbodyart.com/liquidbling.html.   
 

 
Now anyone who knows me at all knows I am not a glitter person.  I have glitter and will 
use it but don’t enjoy it!  I have tried pretty much all the brands of glitter gels at various 
times as at least with the gels you don’t get as big a mess when you use them.  So when 
Amerikan Body Art started to retail their glitter gel in the squeeze bottle applicators I was 
intrigued – A glitter gel that you could apply right from the bottle and it came with a metal 
nozzle that you could also use to get an even finer application?  Now that was something I 
was willing to give a try! 

 
I ordered myself (as a Christmas present) the set of 11 colours of Liquid Bling that was on special 
and I have to say I was very impressed with the service.  I am in Canada so emailed them directly 
instead of using the shopping cart to order and then phoned with my credit card information (I 
refuse to pay over the internet.)  I caught them on their way to the post office with the package to 
mail and it arrived in less than a week. 

 
All 11 bottles were in a zippered clear vinyl bag and each bottle 
was in its own small bag with the metal nozzle tip - nicely 
packaged. 
 
And, I am happy to say that the product is completely unscented!  
Thank you Amerikan Body Art for realizing that scents are not 
necessary!   
 

You can use the bottles as they come as there is a 
plastic nozzle on the bottle, or attach the metal tip to 
the plastic nozzle by screwing it on tightly.  With the 
metal tip you get a much finer flow of the gel and a 
lot more control of where it will go.  As with 
anything, practice will improve your technique… I 
made a few globs with it when I started to play with 
it, and learning how much pressure to use both when 
squeezing and when touching the nozzle to the skin 
takes some trial and error, but it doesn’t take that long 
to get the feel for it.  You do need to make sure that 
the gel is in actual contact with the skin at all times as 



it can fall away from the skin if contact is only in spots.  
 
I have not yet had the metal tips clog which I have heard from others happens – I clean out the 
metal nozzles after each use and make sure they are clear before putting everything away.  I keep 
a long pin handy to clear holes if necessary. 
 
Amerikan Body Art’s website says that it takes 15-20 minutes to dry… I found that it takes a lot 
longer.  I applied it with the metal tip and left the gel as it came out of the applicator, I applied 
the whole design in four colours and it was about an hour after I finished the application before I 
could touch all of the design without having gel on my fingers. 
 
I wore the gel for over 12 hours – at a gig outdoors (it was raining) and then the rest of the day.  
There was no sensation when it was drying and once it was dry I forgot I was wearing it.  It was 
really nice to put my hands up to my face and not worry about rubbing my face paint or ruining a 
design.  It held up very well.  However, after five hours I did notice that the “dots” of gel were 
beginning to spontaneously pop off my face into my coffee! By hour 
10 every time I moved my head another bit of dried gel would fall off 
onto the table, floor, my lap, or my dinner!!  I assume that the oils in 
my skin and sweat were causing it to release itself.  But overall I was 
very pleased with the durability and effect the gel had.  And I had lots 
of compliments and comments during the day. 
 
At the end of the day I removed the remaining dried gel with sticky 
tape… Amerikan Body Art’s website says it washes off easily with 
water but I like using the tape to lift it off my skin rather than smear 
glitter all around with water or wipes. 
 

As another test I did a mock henna tattoo and filled it in with the 
Liquid Bling.  I used a small brush to spread the gel around inside 
the design as I did not want it three dimensional.  When I spread 
the gel around it did dry in about 20 minutes.  The applicator 
bottles make it very easy to apply exactly where you want it.  The 
photos do not do the colours justice.  I 
also created the star using the applicator 
bottle to draw the shape then spread the 

glitter gel into the centre to fill the design. 
 
You can use the applicator to add a little extra sparkle to your regular 
face painting as with this application method you will not be causing 
any smearing or other “damage” to the face paint already applied as 
you can control exactly where you are putting it. 
 
I very much like this product and would recommend it if you are looking for a durable, beautiful 
and easy to apply glitter gel. 
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
